3. Request for a letter of support to apply for funding to pay for LIDAR Data

Jackie Stenehjem, Vector Control, thanked the Board for this opportunity to speak.  
Stenehjem states that every year thousands of pounds of larvicides are spread over the flood plains south of the City in an effort to control mosquitoes.  Vector Control is considering purchasing a LIDAR (light detection and ranging device) used to produce elevation data.  Stenehjem stated she is in the process of applying for grants and finding funding and said that the applications need to be in by the early part of December and she is asking the Board for a letter of support.  The cost of the LIDAR is between $60,000 and $100,000.

Bekkedahl asked if the technology is bought and used locally or is the technology brought in and given to them to completed plats, Stenehjem said Vector Control will receive the raw data and they will analyze it.  Bekkedahl asked if this is a one-time cost for utilization of the service, Stenehjem said yes.  

Bogar asked if Stenehjem will be requesting letters from McKenzie County since they are partnering with us in regards to this, Stenehjem said she will.

Mineral Acreage Determination - City Well

Bekkedahl states the drilling being done by Brigham Oil & Gas, L.P. on the Williston well on the southeast corner of the City is on sewer property.  Sewer funds were specifically used to purchase that property many years ago, and although the City did not acquire any mineral acres at that time, the City has mineral acres in that area.  If there are royalty funds on producing wells they would have to go to the sewer fund since they are sewer fund property.  Bekkedahl states that restricts the use of any money that comes from that into using for the sewer fund, although by law we are allowed to take by resolution up to 20% of that fund and put back into the City general fund to support the administration of the sewer.

The City requested information from the City’s independent auditor on where those funds should go and how flexible it is, Bekkedahl read the letter from Katie Moch, CPA from Eide Bailly giving a couple of options: 1) The City can have the general fund purchase it for the initial cost or 2) try to determine the amount from the initial sale that was land and what was mineral rights.  
Bekkedahl confirmed that the well is not producing at this time.

Review Renaissance Zone Application – Nelson

This would allow for the property tax exemption on existing and proposed construction at 100% and any eligible income tax credits as approved by the State.

Rolfstad asked Jim Yockim, Bethel Lutheran Foundation, to give an overview of the project.  

The Bethel Lutheran home is requesting a grant from the Star Fund to meet their campaign goal of $4,481,609 on their new assisted living apartments.  The Bethel Lutheran Home and the Bethel Lutheran Foundation have already invested money of their own into the $6 million dollar project.  The additional money the Bethel Lutheran Home raises will be used to pay off the bond on the assisted living facility.  

The Bethel Lutheran Home has built the new assisted living facility to assist with the severe housing issues Williston is facing and to meet the needs of the community.  The assisted living facility is scheduled to open in December and will have 11 double and 22 single units for a total of 33 units.  The Bethel Lutheran Home believes the majority of the residents that will be renting these units have been residents of Williston or the Williston trade region.

Yockim stated Bethel Lutheran Home’s original request is for $75,000 to help with the assisted living project.  

The Star Fund Board recommends to the City Commission to grant the Bethel Lutheran Home up to $25,000 as contribution toward a fundraising goal of $4,481,609 for their new assisted living facility.

Bekkedahl asked about the statement that there is “no current Medicaid reimbursement” available and asks if this may change later.  Kurt Stoner states for that level of care in North Dakota there is basic care which has some state funds available, but for assisted living it is self pay or if you have long-term care insurance that could pay for assisted living care. 
Bekkedahl states the support of the $25,000 is because that is the same level of support the Star Fund provided for past projects for assisted living facilities in Crosby and Tioga and should stay consistent.
