Mayor Koeser stated that there was a concern by a developer on hook-ups being done in a timely manner, even though the concern may be unrelated to the ordinance, the developer felt the commission had the right to see what the procedure was. Koeser requested Steve Rock of MDU to explain how they respond when builders request a new hook-up and if it can be accomplished in a timely manner.  Rock said that for a builder to have a hook-up done in a timely manner, they should first have an account set up with MDU.  After the account is set up, they need to contact the general office to set up the appointment.  Right now with how busy MDU is, they are booked for about two weeks in advance, but they try to fit in new hook-ups within one week once the service line has been put into place.  The problem they have at times is actually getting the new service line in.  They have the gas and electrical divisions trenching as fast as possible and hire contractors to help when needed.

Mayor Koeser stated that the developer also asked when a customer has a new hook-up in an undeveloped area, are there charges for that and how they handle that kind of situation.  Rock said that if a new subdivision is being created, typically there will be a charge to put in the service lines.  The Public Service Commission determines for their regulation, how much can be charged for the hook-ups using an estimated two year revenue less the construction costs.  If it is just a single hook-up to an area that is already developed, they don’t generally charge the customer for that.  Koeser also asked if developers ever get their money back.  Rock stated that a two year service agreement is signed when the hook-up is done and after the two years is up; the developer gets their money back. 

John Kautzman questioned whether MDU would charge for electrical pedestals to be replaced in an old trailer court that had their pedestals removed by MDU to be used in other areas when the area was shut down.  Rock said that it depended on how it was developed, if it was by where there are new utilities being done, they would just put them in and not charge for them.  

Brad Bekkedahl stated that the city wants the development of new homes in the community to occur, and would like the utilities to work with the city and the developers.  If an impediment happens to occur between the developers and the utilities, for reasons other than being to busy, then they will have to sit down and discuss that.

Mayor Koeser said that if this option was used and did not work, the city needs to be able to have the ability to have Simonson put in a light.  Meiers has some hesitation with using signs and not having a physical barrier, but the provision with putting a light in would be acceptable.

Lalim stated that the offer that was written up by Wendy Bauste, was written off of the old Rosaaen Subdivision that indicated a street and Lots 1, 2 and 3 for the amount of $10,500.  When Wendy attended the Lot Sales Committee meeting, she was told that the right away was vacated and the lots were redivided into two lots instead of three lots.  Each lot was 145 ft. by 131 ft. with the West property having a 50 foot nonbuildable right away. Kautzman stated that a call was received from the architect after the bid was accepted that the contractor wanted to talk about the specs in the bid.  There was a spec on the bid that showed conflicting information, which was an area that showed 75 mil fabric was being placed on the roof and in another area it showed 60 mil fabric being placed on the roof.  All bidders confirmed that their bids included the 60 mil fabric.  

Kautzman was informed by the contractor that the 60 mil fabric may not stand up to hail, but the 75 mil fabric would be a safer product to use.  The contractor had the 75 mil fabric on hand, which was $3,355.20 more for that fabric.  He also gave additional suggestions on ways to secure the roof even more, but the changes would add considerably more to the price of replacing the roof.  Kautzman decided to give the information received from the contractor to Attorney Furuseth to look over and decide if this forced a rebid to be done.  Furuseth said that if all the additional information had been incorporated by the board up front, then the board would be forced to rebid.
	
Dennis Deutsch stated that they met the contractor on the roof to look at the different issues that were missed when the bid was made.  The existing roof has a 30 mil fabric with gravel ballast and those kinds of roofs have started having some issues after 25 years of use.  The new roof will be constructed without the gravel ballast on it because of the difficulty of finding where the leaks are occurring on the roof.  The 60 mil fabric has a 20 year warranty and has been used for quite some time.  If there is hail over golf ball size, the roof may have an issue with punctures.  The contractor started using 75 mil fabric for the last year and has stopped using the 60 mil fabric altogether.  The contractor does not have a problem with using the 60 mil fabric, but he won’t receive it in until mid October.
	
Deutsch said that the contract that was written up using the 60 mil fabric can be done, or they can switch to the 75 mil fabric at a higher cost.  The contractor also said that they missed some issues with the drainage and a cricket should be added.  Additionally, when taking the gravel off of the existing roof, there may be some compression points, so the contractor feels that two inch insulation should be added so the roof will be even.  To do the additional improvements it would cost $21,000 more than the original bid.

Mayor Koeser said that he struggles with allowing the specs to be changed before the project is started, if it was being changed after the project was started, he wouldn’t question the changes as much.

Kautzman stated that he felt they should go with using the 75 mil fabric since the added cost would still be under the price of the other bids that were received.  If the contractor runs into the additional issues that he felt could happen, then the commission can have a special meeting and consider doing the other changes.
