Koeser stated that the Ordinance Review Committee met four or five times the last few months to review the ordinances and they came up with three recommendations.  The first recommendation was for the Commission to approve the ordinance pamphlet and authorize the printing of those pamphlets.  The pamphlets go over garbage regulations, property maintenance regulations, pet ordinances, and snow removal ordinances.  The committee felt that this pamphlet would be beneficial to have available for people, especially those new to town.  The pamphlet will also be available online. 

Koeser said the second recommendation was to direct the City Attorney to write a proposed used tire ordinance and submit it to the Commission.  He mentioned that there is a problem with used tires laying around in people’s yard.  These old tires are not only an eye sore, but they tend to collect water and are breeding grounds for mosquitoes.   Koeser pointed out that the proposed ordinance states that tires are to be removed on a regular basis, not less than once every ten days, store tires no closer than 25 feet from buildings and have tires covered with a tarp or other similar things.  He commented that if this ordinance is passed that people may not be very happy if they have a lot of tires, but it is something they felt needed to be done.

The third recommendation is to approve a use of a limited number of landfill coupons to be used on a trial basis.  Koeser explained that this past year the Building Department had an employee that went around hanging tags requesting the property owner to clean up their unsightly areas.  Some of the arguments they heard from those residents were that they couldn’t afford to clean up their yards.  The committee thought if they gave the home owner’s some kind of coupon that would allow them to take a load to the landfill for free in a limited time frame; it might encourage and promote those people to do the clean up work.  He said they came to the conclusion that the City has good ordinances in place, but not enough man power to enforce them so the citizens need to cooperate and all work at cleaning up their own yards. Koeser commented that they are going to look to the media to help by doing weekly series on the various ordinances the city has and making the residents aware of what they should be doing.

Koeser said he is very pleased on how diligently the committee has worked at coming up with these issues.

Klug asked what options people have for hauling out used tires now.  Meiers said people can haul them to the landfill and the charge is based on weight.  Lalim mentioned that businesses charge for taking people’s old tires already so they should be able to pay to have them taken to the landfill.

Rolfstad stated that Jeff Roel and Everette Enno were present and would like to comment on this request.  Enno said that Williams County is the only county in the Tri-County area that does not have wind energy testing equipment in place.  They are proposing to go in and purchase some equipment and hire a consultant so that the project can be started.  

Roel said that he approached the Tri-County Regional Development Council last spring to get an overlay of the elevation levels in Williams County and the existing communication towers.  He stated that he met with Mike Carlson, who is a former RC & D coordinator, and they did an onsite inspection on a communication tower by Epping with the County Disaster Emergency coordinator.  There was about a 280 foot open lattice type structure and they thought it was a good site to do the wind study on.  The County Commission was approached and was asked if the tower could be used for the test equipment, at which they agreed to allow that to happen.    With the funds that they have already secured and the funds that are being asked for from the Star Fund, they will put up the equipment on the existing tower and then will look for an additional site possibly by Grenora or by the state line.  

Lawson asked how long the equipment will stay up on the towers, and Roel answered that it would be for two years.  Enno mentioned that Tri-County will go around periodically and collect the data, and they will dedicate a computer for holding that data so it will be available for others that may need to use the data.  Roel commented that the collection software will cost about $1,500.  He did check with REC about collecting the data from the chips and got a bid for right around $20,000, which they felt was excessive, so they decided to collect the data themselves.

Koeser questioned if this was the first step needed in order to entice companies that would want to put in wind generators.  Roel said that was correct and this was being done in eastern Montana at this time, along with other areas in North Dakota.

Koeser commented that the Star Fund has met and recommends authorization of the $15,211 grant.

			b.	Williston Basin Hockey Club Icing Equipment

Rolfstad stated Aaron Schmitt was present to speak on behalf of the Williston Basin Hockey Club.  Schmitt said he is the Secretary of the club and they had to replace the cooling tower system at the Agri-Sports Complex so that they would be able to have hockey this fall and winter.  The cost of the new system was $75,000 which was not expected by the club, but they had no choice but to purchase the new system.  He mentioned that they have the funds in their bank account to pay for it, but that money is needed to operate this upcoming hockey season.  Schmitt said that they have received $36,000 from private donations and they are asking the Star Fund for $30,000 to help pay for the cooling tower.

Schmitt commented that hockey in Williston has a long history and is vital to the community.  There are 200 plus kids signed up for this upcoming hockey season and with the amount of time the kids are on the ice, it is good physical education for those kids.  

MOTION BY LAWSON, 2ND BY BEKKEDAHL, to authorize the Star Fund Grant of $30,000 to the Williston Basin Skate Club, Inc to assist in the purchase of a new cooling system for the Agri-Sports Complex.

Klug wanted to ask what kind of shape the other facility was in.  Schmitt said overall the building was in good shape, but mechanically this was the one thing that needed to get fixed.  He mentioned that the whole system was used when it was put in, so the cooling tower was dated.  Schmitt went on to say they are working hard fixing and keeping things running properly.  

Klug clarified that he was actually wondering why they need two hockey facilities.  Schmitt stated that it came down to ice time, there are kids from three years old to high school age and there are several hundred games a year.  Having only one rink would not be sufficient for the kind of program they have, and pointed out that now with the two rinks, they still have players practicing till 10:00 at night almost every night.  Schmitt said that the addition of the girl’s hockey teams to the program and their growth has also caused the need for more ice time.

			c.	Oilfield Training Center Building Project

Scott Shackelford stated that he is on the committee for the Northwest North Dakota Workforce Training Program and they are requesting $42,462 from the Star fund to help cover the costs of the canopy fascia that is to be added to the building and for asphalt paving of the parking lot. 

Lawson asked if they got $900,000 from the legislature for this building.  Bekkedahl said that they in fact did get that, with $700,000 going to the building construction and $200,000 was for salaries and operating expenses.

Koeser mentioned that 4,230 individuals have had safety training at the facility and that is a big thing for this community.  Shackelford said that over 4,000 of those are unduplicated trainees and if the studies are correct, there is going to be a need of about 12,000 workers over the next few years.  Koeser wondered if Shackelford’s company used the facilities, at which he said they do in fact use it.

Rolfstad commented that the asphalt paving of the parking lot was pursued because of concerns with the quality of the building and how it looked.  These additional improvements will give a stronger impression on the oil industry and help other companies see that Williston will be a good place to expand to.  He went on to say it is hard for the Star Fund to put money into individual oil companies, but this allows them to help the industry in general.

There are so many things going on, including the Rockin’ the Bakken campaign, that extra money is needed for. 	D.	Tax Increment District Committee Review & Recommendation

Kautzman stated that George Gaukler wanted to be called and speak via phone.  Kautzman said that they met in committee and came up with a revised plan.  The revised plan works with a much more limited area for a possible Tax Increment district.  Instead of 17 acres as previously proposed, there would only be 6.14 acres for development, which is Lot 2 on the redevelopment plat. 

Kautzman mentioned that there is a possible change to the repayment of the bond from six years to seven years on the revised development plan due to some timing issues.  The structure has to be in place and the value is determined by February 1st of every year.  With how late in the year this project is being started, there would be two years before the structure would have any value.  

Kautzman went on to say that the Tax Increment Financing would have a cap of $300,000 and would be limited to seven years.  There are also a number of resolutions to be passed, if there is a motion to do so, that allows the City to special assess the property.  He said Gaukler agreed that if the development plan is too optimistic in some of the costs, then the City will be able to assess the property those additional costs.  In addition, it would have to be subject to a revised and approved final plat plan, which Jarcik has spoken to Gaukler about.  Kautzman believes it is Gaukler’s hope that the Commission would consider approving the development plan and resolutions that allow him to start construction on or before November 1st on the two 36 complexes.  Kautzman wanted to make clear that Marcil is not involved in this plan.  

Koeser stated that the plan is dated October 14, 2008 and is Version 2.0.  The property is south of 32nd St and to the west of Pheasant Run Parkway.  The development plan will take place in two phases, with Phase one being the construction of two 36-unit complexes and Phase two being the construction of an additional 36-unit complex.  Another condition of the sale is contingent upon the Tax Increment Financing of $300,000 for the clearing of the property.  Koeser wanted to point out again that Marcil was not a part of this development plan; it is Gaukler and some other investors.  Koeser asked Gaukler to confirm that what was being said was correct and he said it was.

Koeser went through the cost estimate of clearing the land, which included the following:  demolition and site clearing at $50,000, storm sewer, sanitary sewer and water service at $110,000, city sidewalks at $5,000, rewire and refurbish street lights along 32nd St at $10,000, overlay of 32nd St and replacement of curb and gutter and installation of aprons at $65,000.  Also there are costs for contingency and interest allowance at $35,000, general conditions and engineering cost at $15,000, and bond administration cost at $10,000.  

Kautzman wanted to recap that the actual Tax Increment District is being reduced significantly from the $750,000 that was first proposed to the $300,000 being proposed now and that there were still two apartment buildings to be built.  Rolfstad commented that it was initially 18 acres and now it was 6.14 acres, and there were originally nine complexes to be built and now there would only be up to three.

Rolfstad mentioned that he gets calls everyday about the housing situation here.  He stated that the company doing the expansion of the railway at United Pulse has their workers staying in Minot and Glendive because there are no hotel rooms available in town.  He feels that this will help the community get more housing projects started.

Kautzman summarized that the first step to get this started would be approving the revised Bakken Heights Development Plan for seven years at a cap of $300,000 with a special assessment in place that will guarantee everything.  Bekkedahl asked if the attorney was in agreement that this was the first step of approving the plan.  Furuseth said that if this wasn’t approved, then the resolutions wouldn’t matter.
