4.	Public Hearings
	A.	Proposed Zone change from R-3:  Lowrise, Multi-Family and Townhouse Residential for Lot 2, Block 1 and from C-3:  Restricted Commercial for Lot 3, Block 1, Daybreak Subdivision, City of Williston – Hexom

Koeser opened the public hearing and asked Jarcik to comment on the proposed change.  Jarcik said Hexom would like Lot 2, Block 1, which is zoned at R-3:  Lowrise, Multifamily and Townhouse Residential, and Lot 3, Block 1, which is zoned as C-3:  Restricted Commercial of Daybreak Subdivision changed to R-4:  Highrise, Multi-Family Residential.  Hexom has been contacted by a contractor who would like to place some apartment buildings on the property with up to 18 units per building.  At this time they will be only looking to do a complex on Lot 2 and possibly do another one on Lot 3 in the future.

Koeser called for public input.

Koeser called a second time for public input.

Frank Keogh stated he worked with Mrs. Hagan regarding the sale of this property to Hexom and they felt the sale of the property for new homes was a good idea.  When they heard about the zone change so there could be apartments built on the property, they were a little concerned.  After talking to Hexom about the project they have no objections to the apartments being built as long as they are not placing the buildings on the property to the west of these lots.

Koeser called a third and final time for public input.
